From Route 17 – Century Road exit East towards River Edge. Follow Century Road to end and make a right onto Spring Valley Road. Make the first left onto Howland Avenue. Make a left at the next light onto Forest Avenue. The entrance to Van Saun Park is on the right.

From GSP North – Exit 161 to Route 4 East.

From GSP South – Exit 165 East on Oradell Avenue. Go to 2nd traffic light. Make a right onto Forest Avenue. At the 3rd traffic light, make a

left onto Spring Valley Road. Make a right onto Continental Ave. The entrance to Van Saun Park is on the right.

Please note: The park is not accessible from Forest Avenue Southbound. Left turns are illegal. If you miss the Northbound Forest Avenue entrance, the next traffic light will be Spring Valley Avenue. Make a right onto Spring Valley Avenue and then a right on Continental Avenue.
