Our port operations in New York, New Jersey, Baltimore, New Orleans, Miami and Philadelphia have been, or soon will be, purchased by Dubai Ports World, a state-owned company in the United Arab Emirates, a firm that manages port facilities. The purchase was cleared by an obscure federal panel, the Committee on Foreign Investment in the United States, with little fanfare. 

The United Arab Emirates government is generally pro-U.S., but the September 11 hijackers traveled easily through the country, and Al Qaeda-linked groups have used its banking system. Senator Tom Coburn of Oklahoma is pleading with the administration to reverse the decision. At a press conference outlining his opposition, he said, "Handing the keys to U.S. strategic ports to a regime that recognized the Taliban is not a sound next step in our war against terror." 

Several Senators and Representatives are calling for hearings into the matter. This is a matter which deserves a full and complete hearing. Ask President Bush to override the agreement and conduct a special investigation into the matter.

Did immigration officials cause a woman's miscarriage?  A 34-year-old Chinese woman was being deported at JFK Airport when she miscarried twins.

WABC Eyewitness News' Sandra Bookman 

(New York -WABC, February 14, 2006) - There was a stunning late afternoon development in the case of a Chinese woman who is blaming immigration officials for her miscarriage.

She's been in the U.S. for a decade and has two American born children, but critics say a harsh deportation cost her the twins she was carrying.

Eyewitness News reporter Sandra Bookman has more.

Just hours after a rally in Lower Manhattan to protest immigration officials' alleged mistreatment of a pregnant Chinese woman came word that Zhen Xing Jiang would be allowed to stay in the U.S. for the next six months while her attorney fights her deportation.

Last week the pregnant 34-year-old was being deported at JFK Airport when she miscarried her twin fetuses. Critics accused immigration agents of ignoring Jiang's request for help until it was too late.

John Liu, City Council Member: "How on earth could law enforcement officers in the United States stand by and ignore a crying, pregnant woman in pain?"

But in a statement, immigration and customs enforcement officials insist Jiang's medical problems were addressed immediately and that

she was released from custody so that she could further address her medical needs.

For those who gathered today outside immigration offices downtown, elected officials, women and immigrant rights advocates among them, argue that Jiang's treatment is an example of the country's fundamentally flawed immigration policy.

Sonia Ossoria, N.O.W.: "This is a situation that should never have happened."

Chung-Wha Hong, N.Y. Immigration Coalition: "Unless we hold them accountable now, we never know, this could happen again. Let's make sure that this is the last time."

Tonight immigration officials have released another statement saying that any allegations that they mistreated Ms. Jiang are categorically false.

After her release, Zhen Xing Jiang returned to Philadelphia for medical care but tonight her husband says that she's disappeared and that she probably doesn't even know about this reprieve. Her husband and attorney say they're trying to find her.

What WABC-Channel 7 news reporter Sandra Bookman forgot to impart was that she got an exclusive interview from OCA-LI Chapter President, Gladys Yan prior to the rally.  So did Tai Wah Chan.  A few minutes after her interview by Sandra, she was interviewed by - a minimum  of 4-6 news reporters - whereby she gave them all an in-depth summary of the case and the reason why OCA-LI was there and the role OCA-LI has upheld.  Kwong, Donna and Debbie were there for her, just as she's there for OCA-LI and for Ms. Jiang.
