Public outrage over CBS's racial segregation of our public airwaves is intensifying. A major sponsor has revoked its support for CBS's new "Survivor" TV show, in which teams will divided on the basis of race.

Council Member John Liu stated, "This show is wrong. Racial segregation will undoubtedly evoke the worst racial stereotypes. We hope that CBS will come to their senses and cancel the show. In the
meantime, advertisers will be made aware of what it is they are in fact sponsoring."

NEW YORK POST: "G.M. IS OFF THE I$LAND; BOLTS RACIAL 'SURVIVOR'"

EXCERPT-
General Motors said yesterday it will no longer sponsor the hit CBS reality show "Survivor" - as furious politicians and civic leaders blasted the network's controversial plan to divide the  contestants by race.

The auto giant has backed the show since it first aired in 2000. It even inked a three-way marketing deal with CBS and Comcast Cable to make "on demand" versions of last season's finale free to Comcast customers in some cities.

While GM apparently will escape the growing controversy, the sponsors of the upcoming "Survivor: Cook Islands" are bound to feel backlash. 

CBS declined to name this season's sponsors, although advertisers that bought spots last season include Procter & Gamble, Visa, Verizon Wireless and Lowe's home improvement stores.

On Tuesday, community leaders, including several City Council members and prominent Harlem clergyman Calvin Butts protested outside CBS
headquarters.

Councilman John Liu (D-Queens) is among a group of council members who will be sending letters to advertisers on the show.
