The second correction refers to the following article*:

Calvin B.T. Lee was the FIRST Asian American to head a major university. 

Calvin grew up in New York Chinatown and lived at 47 Mott Street -- across from the old Rice Bowl Restaurant.  His father was owner of Lee’s Restaurant on the corner of Pell and Mott Streets.  

He played first base for Boy Scout Troop 150 and was in the troop’s Drum and Bugle Corps.  He sang tenor for the True Light Lutheran Church Choir.  Eventually he became Dean of Faculty at Boston University before his appointment as Chancellor for the University of Maryland in Baltimore.   

He was Chancellor of the University of Maryland, Baltimore in 1971.  There is a Life Magazine Article  (June ‘71) on his candidacy for President at Boston University where he served effectively as Dean during the war demonstrations in the late 60’s.   After his tenure at Boston University, he served as Vice President of Corporate Education for Prudential in Boston until his untimely death of cancer in the early 80’s.

Calvin wrote some landmark books when he was with the American Council on Education.  He was very popular with the students when he was Dean at Boston University and subsequently Acting President.  The Life Magazine article, mentioned above, described Boston University’s selection process for its President.  


A side note:  Calvin was a judge at a Miss Chinatown competition where he met his future wife, who was from Hawaii.  They had two sons and were divorced sometime in the late 60’s.  Calvin later married his secretary and she remained with him until he died.  His brother, Bo Lum Lee, is very active at True Light.

* Who was Chang-Lin Tien and Why was he Honored repeatedly? 

Chang-Lin Tien was the first Asian Am. to head a major university.  He was the Chancellor of U. of CA, Berkeley from 1990 -97. Although he had achieved highly, he was willing to take risks to stand up for Asian Ams and other minorities. He didn't care about protecting his own feathers. He 
cared about doing the right things. Such persons are rare in our community.  That 's why 80-20 honors him again and again. We hope Asian Am. youth will emulate him. 

Chang-Lin Tien (1935-2003) was one of the six founders of 80-20. Chancellor Tien spent his life fighting for justice and equal opportunity. When he first came to America, he walked at least an hour a day to avoid riding the bus, as a way of protesting the segregation of blacks. 

When Chang-Lin Tien was Chancellor, Berkeley faced an 18% cut in its budget and the loss of 27% of its faculty through early retirement. Declaring, 
"It is not a matter of whether we can survive; it's a matter of being excellent or, mediocre," Chancellor Tien personally recruited young faculty members, retained prominent faculty, appealed to the public to lobby for Berkeley, and presided over record private fund-raising. Owing to his efforts, Berkeley remained a stellar university, with 97% of its graduate programs ranked in the top 10.
